Re: Perquimans County Friends to Freedom Wagon Train

Dear Friend of History,

The Perquimans County Restoration Association, which owns and operates the Newbold-White House, is holding a three day equestrian wagon train event here in Perquimans County March 17- 20, 2011 to commemorate the Great Migration of Quakers from Perquimans County and other areas of the South during the late eighteenth and early nineteenth centuries.  This is purely a commemorative event, not an accurate re-enactment, and will include people in a variety of costumes and horse-drawn vehicles, as well as those on horseback and in modern dress.  The route will take riders from the Newbold-White House (site of George Fox's 1672 visit to Perquimans) through Beech Springs to Belvidere (where most Quakers left in the county had settled by the time of the Civil War).  Riders will camp there for the night, and continue by roads and field paths to Winfall on Saturday, ending the day with a parade across the historic S-Bridge to Hertford, passing through town and back to the Newbold-White House to camp for another night.  Music, entertainment, historic information, and supper will be available at both camp sites.
